Create 2001

Set each module to period 12/2005 in Options.
In 2004, 2003, and 2002, delete all but one period.
Set the end date of 2004 to 01/01/2004. Do the same with 2003 and 2002.
Create 2006

Set period 12 = 12/31/2007, and then change the periods 11, 10 and so on so period 1 ends with 01/31/2007.
For 2005, set period 12 = 12/31/2006 and set periods 11, 10 and so on so period 1= 01/31/2006.
For 2004, create 12 periods and set period 12 = 12/31/2005 and set other periods so period 1 = 01/31/2005.
For 2003 and 2002, do the same as 2004 so that in period 1 of 2002 the ending date is 01/31/2003.
For 2001, create 12 periods, set period 12 = 12/31/2002, set the rest of the periods, and change the beginning date to 01/01/2002.

1. Create 2001 and save.
2. Set each module to period 06/2007 in Options.
3. In 2005, 2004, 2003, 2002, and 2001, delete all but one period; save after each year.
4. Set the end date of 2005 to 08/02/2005, save, and select Yes to recalculate.
5. Set the end date of 2004 to 08/02/2004 , save, and select Yes to recalculate.

6. Set the end date of 2003 to 08/02/2003, save, and select Yes to recalculate.
7. Set the end date of 2002 to 08/02/2002, save, and select Yes to recalculate.
8. In 2007, set period 12 = 12/31/2007 then go up and change the period 11, 10 and so on so period 1 ends 01/31/2007, save, and select Yes to recalculate.
9. In 2006, delete 6 periods.
10. In 2006, set period 6 = 12/31/2006, and change periods 5, 4 and so on until Period 1 ends with 07/31/2006; save and select Yes to recalculate.
11. In 2005, create a total of 12 periods.
12. In 2005, set period 12 = 06/30/2006, set periods 11, 10 and so on so period 1 end = 07/31/2005; save and select Yes to recalculate.
13. In 2004, create a total of 12 periods.
14. In 2004, set period 12 = 06/30/2005, and set other periods so period 1 end = 07/31/2004; save and select Yes to recalculate.
15. In 2003, create a total of 12 periods.
16. In 2003, set period 12 = 06/30/2004, and set other periods so period 1 end = 07/31/2003; save and select Yes to recalculate.
17. In 2002, create a total of 12 periods.
18. In 2002, set period 12 = 06/30/2003, and set other periods so period 1 end = 07/31/2002; save and select Yes to recalculate.
19. In 2001, create a total of 12 periods.
20. In 2001, set period 12 = 06/30/2002, and set other periods so period 1 end = 07/31/2001; save and select Yes to recalculate.
21. In 2001, change period 1 start date to 07/01/2001, save and select Yes to recalculate.
Example:  Delete the 200x-1 fiscal year – you must move the end date of the year prior to the 200x-1 year to the future where there no transactions are posted.

1. Select 2007-1, and change the end date to 01/01/2008; save and select Yes to recalculate.

3. Select 2007-1, and change the end date to 01/01/2010; save, and select Yes to recalculate.

4. Select 2007, and change the end date to 12/31/2007; save, and select Yes to recalculate.

5. Select 2008 and delete, then 2007-1 and delete.
6. Create a new year of 2008.
7. Select 2007 and change the end date to 12/31/2007.
8. Select 2008 and change all the end dates for each period to the correct dates and year. (This example would be to change each period to the last day of the calendar month and year 2008.)
